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Introduction: My wife and I have been in the full-time ministry 

for several decades now. It should be obvious that we are not 

novices in the things that we have observed. Through the years the 

one thing that has stood out to my wife and I is how many people 

we have known that have compromised in so many vital issues. 

Illustration: My wife and I went to college with another couple 

studying for the ministry. We recently recommended someone in 

our church to visit their church while on vacation. They called and 

asked us not to send people from our church to their church because they no longer believed 

what we believed about the King James Bible. My wife and I found it hard to accept that 

this couple, which used to be so dogmatic about their beliefs, now believed the opposite. 

What happened? They compromised. Let me mention just a few areas in which I have seen 

many tempted to compromise. 

FIRST: THE TEMPTATION TO COMPROMISE IN OUR FAITH. EPHESIANS 4:5 

“One Lord, one faith, one baptism.” 
You cannot get any plainer than, “... one Lord…” Yet there is a tendency in many to 

compromise with others just to get along. “One Lord” means “One Lord.” The only 

Saviour is Jesus Christ. 

Acts 4:12, “Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under 

heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved.”” 

John 14:6, “Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh 

unto the Father, but by me.” 
That's right! Joseph Smith cannot save nor can the Muslim leader Mohammed. 

Jude 3 exhorts us to, “... contend for the faith.” Listen! Listen! Listen! Once you begin 

to compromise, you will discover that what is really being preached is: 

1. Jesus is not the Saviour, but just one savior among many saviors. 

2. The Bible is just one Bible among many Bibles. 

3. Christianity is just one way among many ways. 

SECOND: THE TEMPTATION TO COMPROMISE OUR FREEDOMS. II CORINTHIANS 3:17 

“Now the Lord is that Spirit: and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is liberty.” 
The atheist organizations and the Muslim supporters keep doing everything in their 

power to get rid of the influence of Christians and Christianity in our American way of life. 
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The Father Of Humanism 

In the garden of Eden, Satan knew he could not convince Eve that God did 

not exist since she had been made and brought to Adam by God, Himself 

(Gen. 2:22) ... so he went to work to implant in Eve's mind the humanist 

philosophy that unless you are utterly and completely free, you have no 

freedom at all. Eve, then, is urged to throw off God's restrictions, take the 

fruit, and become a god, herself. Adam and Eve, as humans, could become 

gods, themselves, and God would have no authority over them. Thus we 

have the irony of ironies. The father of humanism was not even human. He is the 

devil. 

When men reject the idea that there exists a perfect, infallible Book on the earth 

today, saying that only the originals were perfect and infallible, what they really 

desire is to be gods themselves. Since there is no Book that is the very Word of God 

today, THEY become the authority. THEY are free to "correct" the Book that they 

teach and preach from, which gives THEM authority over the Book, rather than the 

Book having authority over them. They can deny it all they want to, but they are 

employing the principles of devil-inspired humanism!

FOUR: THE TEMPTATION TO COMPROMISE OUR FUTURE. DEUTERONOMY 6:12

Notice Judges 2:10, “... there arose another generation after them which knew not the 

Lord.” 
Isaiah 61:1, “... to proclaim liberty ...” This is why we are to keep preaching Christ. What 

reason? Christ is liberty! Christ is freedom! We owe everything that is good and decent to what 

has come by way of Christ. Listen to me! Our children will never have a future of freedom if 

they lose the liberty that is only associated with a relationship with Jesus Christ. 

Conclusion: The fastest growing religion in America is the religion connected to violence, 

intolerance, anti-Jew, anti-Christianity, anti-women's rights. Yet that same religion is the one 

defended and exalted by the same people that fight against the only religion that brings forth 

liberty.

“That they may teach the young women to be ... discreet.” Titus 2:4-5 

Introduction: A woman lacking in discretion can be described in the following ways: 

unrefined, brash, boisterous, immodest, tactless, lacking in foresight, reckless and self-

indulgent. 

To contrast it even more, let's use everyday situations: 

• A discreet woman keeps her voice and emotions under control, avoiding clamorous 

behavior that might draw unnecessary attention to herself. 

• An indiscreet woman is raucous and likes lots of attention. She does and says 

things that will put her in the limelight. 

• A discreet woman avoids murmuring or complaining, taking her ideas and 

suggestions through the proper channels. 

• An indiscreet woman is a self-appointed critic. She tends to bellyache and whine behind the backs of 

those in authority but pretends to agree with them when she's in their presence. 

• A discreet woman guards her tongue and measures her words. She also speaks less and listens more. 

She does not need to have the last word! 

• An indiscreet woman wags her tongue like a dog's tail and doesn't care whether or not her words hurt. 

Her indiscretion also leads her to keep talking long after she should have stopped. 

• A discreet woman will dress modestly by scriptural conviction (I Tim. 2:9,10) to please God and to 

avoid any appearance of evil (I Thess. 5:22). 

• An indiscreet woman dresses to please herself and to get attention. The emphasis tends toward 

showing more skin, wearing form-fitting clothing and following other sensuous fashion trends. 

Conclusion: Are you discreet? If your life tends more toward indiscretion, then it is time to pray 

and yield some areas of your life to the Lord. Being discreet is not a hardship; it is a wonderful, 

fulfilling freedom to be the kind of woman God designed you and me to be! Discretion is humble, 

meek, admirable and God honoring.
