
Introduction: Jesus is referred to as, The “I Am” throughout the Word 
of God. This is to reveal His deity. He is God in human flesh. I Timothy 
3:16, “…God was manifest in the flesh…” Not only the “I Am” of the 
resurrection, but the “I Am” of, “The way, the truth, the life.” John 
14:6, “I am the way, the truth, and the life; no man cometh unto the 
father, but by me.” None of what is said would be worth your time if it 
were not for John 11:15, “…I am the resurrection, and the life; he that 

believeth in me, though he were dead, yet shall he live.” 

Why should we emphasize the resurrection of Christ rather than Easter bunnies and chicken 
eggs? 

“Moreover, brethren, I declare unto you the gospel…how that Christ died for our sins…
that he was buried, and that he rose again the third day according to the scriptures.” 

It proves the Person of the Jesus Christ. Romans 1:4, “And declared to be the son of God… 
by the resurrection from the dead.” 

It provides the faith to live right. Philippians 3:10, “That I may know him, and the power of 
His resurrection…” 

Ephesians 2:1, “And you hath he quickened, who were dead in trespasses and sins.” 

Yes! The faith you place in the resurrection of Christ brings you to life. 
Notice: Romans 10:9, “That if though shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and 

shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.” 

It prepares the Lord for his coming again. John 14:3, “…I will come again…” 

“And if Christ be not raised, your faith is vain; ye are yet in your sins.” 

All the crosses, churches and Christians in the world cannot fill you with peace if there is no 
resurrection. 

Why? 

• If no resurrection, you’re still in your sins – unforgiven. 

• If no resurrection, you will never see your loved ones again. 

• If no resurrection, all your acts of faith were foolishness.  
I Corinthians 15:19, “If in this life only we have hope in Christ, we are of all men most 

miserable.” 

Why pray? Why read your Bible? Why would you invite others to Christ? Why attend 
church? If all that there is to live for is death? 

“And as they went to tell his disciples, behold, Jesus met them, saying, All hail. And they 
came and held him by the feet, and worshipped him.” 
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Look for His Coming 

Hebrews 9:28 says, “...unto them that look for him shall he appear the second time 
without sin unto salvation.” To them that what? To them that look. That word look is an 
interesting word. It means gaze, actually gaze. We constantly look for the coming of Christ.  
My Bible says, “...unto them that look for him [to them that gaze for him; to them that gaze 
in the sky for him; to them that look constantly, expectantly, lovingly, wishfully toward the 
skies, look behind every cloud] to see if Jesus is behind that cloud shall he appear the second 
time without sin unto salvation.” Unto them that look for him!

Do you want to be careful about your 
habits? Do you want to be careful about the things you do, the places you go? Then you make it your habit 
to do what the Bible says. Look, gaze longingly upward toward the coming of the Lord Jesus Christ. We are 
to look for His coming.

Difficulties in the Bible  
“The natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness 
unto him: neither can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned”—I Cor. 
2:14.  
There may be some things about the Bible you cannot explain. But your ignorance is a sorry 
excuse for criticizing the blessed Word of God. Other men, more devout than you, more 
scholarly than you, older in experience than you, greater soulwinners than you, have been 
able to believe in the Bible. Do not let your youth or your ignorance or your pride or your 
friendship for modernists and unbelievers lead you into the terrible sin of adding to or 
taking from the words of the Bible.  
If space permitted, we could harmonize apparent differences in Scriptures which 
unbelievers use as an argument against verbal inspiration. For example, a careful study of 
the words in the inscription above the cross will show that each one of the gospels give a 

But when they are combined together all 
four give an entire inscription, “This is Jesus of Nazareth, the King of the Jews.”  

I have considered prayerfully for years all the so-called contradictions alleged to be in the Bible, and 
little by little by faith and prayer and the Holy Spirit’s leading and careful study of the Word of God I have 
found the apparent discrepancies and difficulties fade away. Those who do not believe the Bible are simply 
those who have not given it a chance to prove itself what it claims to be, the verbally inspired, infallible 
Word of God, true from the beginning, perfect, written “not in the words which man’s wisdom teacheth, 
but which the Holy Ghost teacheth.”
