
Introduction: There has never been a nation that has enjoyed more freedom 
than our nation. America has been blessed exceedingly. But freedom always 
comes with a price. 
I. Consider Your Salvation. I Cor. 15:1-4. We find that it took the death, 
burial and resurrection of Christ to pay the price for our sins. 
II. Consider Your Source. James 1:17, "Every good gift ... is from above..." 

Illustration: Of the 56 signers of the Declaration of Independence, nine died from wounds from 
fighting. Five were captured and brutally beaten. Several lost their wives and children. One signer 
lost all 13 of his children in the Revolutionary War. Seventeen lost everything they owned. Not one 
defected or went back on his word. 

John 8:1-59 reveals the freedom we all should desire and can have. 

They brought this woman to Jesus in the court of the women, in the treasury section of the temple 
(verse 20). Their motive: to accuse him and force Him into a dilemma. If He set the woman free, He 
violated Moses’ law (Leviticus 20:10; Deuteronomy 22:22); if he had her stoned, He could not claim 
to be One Who forgives sins. Some suggests that Christ wrote with his finger twice on the ground to 
remind them of the two tables of the Law, written, with the finger of God (Exodus 31:18; 32:15-18; 
34:1); The Jews sinned and Moses broke the first table; but God forgave their sin, provided blood 
sacrifices, and gave them a second table. Christ died for the sins of this woman, and able to forgive 
her when she called Him, “Lord.” 

The great I AM statement in verse 12 follows this incident. As the light of the world, Christ 
claimed to be God; for God is light (I John 1:5). Darkness speaks of death, ignorance, and sin; light 
speaks of life, knowledge, and holiness. The light reproves sin (John 3:20). The lost sinner lives in 
darkness (Ephesians 2:1-3; 4:17-19, and 5:8) and will spend eternity in darkness (Matthew 25:30) if 
he rejects Christ The Jews, instead of submitting to Christ, argued with Him in the temple! 

The Jews who believed (verse 30) were cautioned to prove their faith by their faithfulness. Faith in 
Christ makes one a child of God, but abiding in the Word and knowing the truth (and living it) makes 
one a disciple. Christ is speaking about spiritual bondage and liberty, not physical or political. The 
lost sinner is in bondage to lusts and sins (Titus 3:3), to Satan, and to the world (Ephesians 2:1-3). 
By receiving the truth in Christ, he is set free! 

His opponents, of course, appealed to the fleshly advantages: “We are Abraham’s children!” They 
said the same thing to John the Baptist (Matthew 3:8-9). Jesus makes a careful distinction here 
between Abraham’s seed (physically, verse 37) and Abraham’s children (spiritually, verse 39). Paul 
makes the same distinction in Romans 2:28-29; 4:9-12, and 9:6, as well as Galatians 4:22-29. 

People go to hell because they confuse the physical and the spiritual. Jesus spoke to Nicodemus 
about a spiritual birth, and he asked about a physical birth (John 3:4). Christ offered the woman at 
the well eternal life (living water) and she talked about literal physical water (4:15). THE FLESH 
PROFITETH NOTHING (6:63)! Salvation is a spiritual experience, and human birth has nothing to 
do with it.

America’s Heritage 
“Blessed is the nation whose God is the Lord; and the people whom He hath chosen for 
his own inheritance.” Psalms 33:12. 
“Righteousness exalteth a nation: but sin is a reproach to any people." Prov. 14:34. 
The Scripture does not say that a nation to be blessed must have every person converted. It 
does not even say that a majority of the nation must be born-again Christians. It says, 
'Blessed is the nation who recognizes the Lord God as their God.’ 
The Declaration of Independence begins: 

When in the course of human events, it becomes necessary for one people 
to dissolve the political bands which have connected them with another, 
and to assume among the powers of the earth, the separate and equal 
station to which the laws of nature and of nature’s God entitle them... 

Here is recognized “the laws of nature” as being from God, and the founders of our country 
acknowledge their responsibility to “the Laws of God.” 

The second sentence reads: 

We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are created equal, that they are 
endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable rights... 

Men are “created.” They did not evolve from animals. They are the work of a “Creator,” and that 
Creator—God endowed men with “certain unalienable rights.” That is another way of saying what the 
national hymn says, 

Our father’s God! to Thee, Author of liberty. To Thee we sing. 

In declaring their independence from Great Britain, the representatives of the United States of America 
in conclusion said, 

We, therefore, the representatives of the United States of America, in general 
congress, assembled, appealing to the Supreme Judge of the world for the rectitude 
of our intentions... 

That is, they were signing this Declaration of Independence in the fear of God, looking to Him for the 
righteousness of their action and to reward it. And they solemnly published and declared, 

These United Colonies are, and of Right ought to be, free and independent states. 

“. . .of right ought to be,” and in the Declaration of Independence, as it is engraved on copper and 
framed in my office, the word “Right” is spelled with a capital R. For the declarers who signed their names 
meant that God Himself who had created them had established the principles that made them properly free 
and independent.

Keep in mind that the Bible speaks of four different kinds of “spiritual children.” We are born by nature 
children of wrath (Ephesians 2:3); when we reach the age of deliberate sin and rebellion, we become 
"children of disobedience" (Ephesians 2:2). When we put faith in Christ, we become children of God 
(John 1:12). But the person who finally rejects Christ and prefers self-righteousness (the devil’s substitute) 
becomes a child of the devil. (See Matthew 13:24-30,36-43, where the children of the devil are seen as 
counterfeit Christians). Jesus points out the characteristics of the children of the devil: 

(1) They will not give place to the Word of God. Verse 37. 
(2) They trust in fleshly things—human birth, works, ritual, etc. Verse 39. 
(3) They hate Christ and seek to kill Him. Verses 40,44 (Satan is a murderer) 
(4) They do not love Christ or the things of Christ. Verse 42. 
(5) They do not understand the Word. Verse 43. (Satan has blinded them) 
(6) They are liars and love lies more than the truth. Verse 44. 
(7) They will not hear the Word of God; they hate it. Verse 47. 
Conclusion: Remember, these children of the devil were not immoral, drunkards, or gamblers; THEY 

WERE SELF-RIGHTEOUS RELIGIOUS MEN WHO REJECTED CHRIST! Much of what passes for 
Christianity” today is NOT true spiritual, Bible-based religion; but is, instead, the devil’s counterfeit (See II 
Corinthians 11:14). Millions of people today are deluded by Satan into a "form of godliness” that lacks the 
power of the Gospel! 

Why don't you declare your freedom today? Place your faith in Christ and see what liberty tastes like. 
Would you pray with me right now? 

“Lord, what wilt Thou have me to do?” (Acts 9:6)

James A. Garfield became the 20th President of the United States.  What some 
historians brush over is that he was a  devout Christian. 
As a fact of history, he personally preached a revival meeting in which he 
preached 19 different messages, with 34 people receiving Christ as their personal 
Saviour and 31 of them following in believer's baptism by immersion.  He also 
became President of Hiram College and attained the rank of Brigadier General. 

Supreme Court Chief Justice Joseph Story founded the Harvard School of Law. 
Notice his views on the first amendment to the Constitution: 
"We are not to attribute this prohibition of a national religious establishment to 
an indifference to religion... especially Christianity... at the  time of the 
adoption of the Constitution and the first amendment... the universal 
sentiment in America was, that Christianity ought to receive encouragement." 

John Jay was a founding member of the American Bible Society as well as the 
Chief Justice of the Supreme Court.  He said of his belief in Christianity: 
"By conveying the Bible to people... we certainly do them an act of kindness... 
The Bible will also inform them that our gracious Creator has provided a 
Redeemer... that this Redeemer made atonement for the sins of the World."
