
INTRODUCTION: In the Bible we see the wholesome effects of good 
music: I Samuel 16:14-16. Notice the three results of David’s harp: 
1. Saul was refreshed. 
2. Saul was made well. 
3. The evil spirit left Saul. 
Music is a tool to inspire and motivate—a tool to sway folks to do something; 
to go some way with their conduct. Now, the tool of rock—the dominant part 

of the sound is the rhythm and the heavy emphasis is on the beat. That is what 
distinguishes rock music from every other type of music. To be sure—this beat or rhythm in rock 
music is not a new concept. Rhythm is an essential aspect of music because man is a rhythmic being 
which is even evident in our physiological processes such as our respiration, heart beat, speech and 
manner of walking. 

Now notice: 
1. Most if not all its performers are rebels from society and morality. Joshua 22:19. 
2. Many of the songs teach and encourage rebellion against parents, laws, authority, and what is 

good and right. Eph. 6:1. 
3. Kids who start listening to rock music start rebelling against authority immediately. Psalm 

107:11. 
4. The rock music crowd rebels against the light. John 3:19-21. 
5. The rock music crowd rebels against right. Isaiah 30:1. 
6. The rock music crowd is a crowd of stubbornness. Deuteronomy 31:27. 
7. The rock music crowd is a crowd the child of God better stay away from! I Samuel 15:23. 

1 Corinthians 6:18. The Bible tells us not to commit adultery or fornication. originator of rock and 
roll is easily seen to be “Lucifer”, the covering cherub who was also an angel of music...in that God’s 
Word specifically states in Ezekiel 28:13, “The workmanship of thy tabrets and of thy pipes was 
prepared in thee in the day thou was created.” Sex is seen over and over again, in the lyrics and in 
the lives of the rock music performers. All one has to do is go to the places where rock and roll 
developed. ..Africa, South America and India... and observe the ceremonies which often go along with 
this kind of music—voodoo rituals, sex orgies, human sacrifice and devil worship—to know the 
direction in which we as a nation are headed. 
The disciples of chaos and disorder could not have found a more perfect vehicle to promote and instill 
their ideas and philosophies in a generation of young people. The two countries where rock and roll 
had their greatest impact and were most popular are the United States and England. The U.S. and 
England have had the highest delinquency rates, juvenile crime rates, illegitimate birth rate and suicide 
rate of any countries in the world. Let me go a step further and mention that “rap music”, which does 
not even try to mask it’s sexual connotations. It is blatant in it’s demeaning of women and graphic 
degenerate profanities. When God condemned the works of the flesh, the very first two He listed and 
then condemned were adultery and fornication. Galatians 1:3-4; 5:19. 
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Let’s Go Soul Winning 
“Go ye therefore, and teach all nations [Mark’s version says, “...preach the gospel to every 
creature”], baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy 
Ghost: Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I 
am with you alway, even unto the end of the world.” - Matthew 28:19-20. 
Notice the simplicity of the Great Commission. I’m satisfied that this is not all it teaches, but 
this is the basic teaching, as I see it, of the Great Commission. There are several verbs in this 
verse. The first one is “go.” We are to go. That means to go where they are. It doesn’t mean 
to put up a shingle in your offce and say, “If anybody wants to get saved, inquire within.” It 
means you are to look them up and track them down. You are to go where they are. 
The second verb is “teach” (Mark says, “preach”). Actually it means to win them. Go out 
and tell them how to be saved. The first thing you do is to go; then get them saved. 

The next verb is “baptize.” 
And then, “...Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you.” 
Notice there are four basic verbs: (1) Go. (2) Preach (or teach, get them saved). (3) Baptize. (4) Teach them 
again. You teach them something after you get them saved and baptized. What do you teach them? To 
“...observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you.” It did not say to teach “whatsoever I have 
written you.” But teach them, “whatsoever I have commanded you.” 
Now what did He command us to do? Go, preach, baptize, then teach them what He commanded us to do. 
So, we teach them to go and preach and baptize, that they may teach their converts to go, preach and 
baptize, that they may teach  converts to go and preach and baptize. If I understand the Great Commission 
properly, the first thing to teach somebody you win to Christ is how to win somebody else to Christ. Don’t 
you think so? It says ‘to teach them to do what I have told you to do, what I have commanded you to do.’

The Whole Armour 
Ephesians 6:10 

It must be the whole armour. As an adult, I enjoy wearing a suit and tie most of the 
time.

Some are defeated because they have failed to put on one or more pieces of the armour 
necessary for battle. 

It must be the whole armour of God that we put on. It must be God’s armour. The reason 
some Christians are vulnerable is that they are replacing individual pieces of armour with inferior 
things. Some of these are not necessarily bad in and of themselves; however, they are not 
sufficient as the armour we need for warfare. It must be God’s armour, not man’s.

Drugs destroy, drugs kill, drugs hurt and rob others. Drugs in the final analysis are no good at all for society. 
But drugs are an integral part of rock and roll music. 
Let us go back to the 60’s and let me relate for you how songs promoted drugs:  
1. Magic Carpet Ride—Steppenwolf—depicting heavy drugs. 
2. Eight Mile High—The Byrds—depicting LSD, and other stimulus drugs. 
3. White Rabbit—Jefferson Airplane—depicting LSD, cocaine, and other hallucination drugs. 
That was the Sixties—can you imagine what is going on out there now! 

Two things: 
1. Look at the occult in the lyrics and the symbols on the record jackets. The Blue Oyster Cult albums 

include: Heaven and Hell, Sabbath Bloody Sabbath, We Sold Our Soul For Rock And Roll and Fire 
Of Unknown Origin. 

2. Look at the occult in the lives of the performers. David Bowie...famed rock musician, is quoted as 
saying: “Rock music has always been the devil’s music... you can’t convince me that it is not.” 

Time and again authorities have found rock music songs on the scene of a suicide that pushed getting a high 
by taking your own life. Illustration: I know a young teenage girl who was listening to the AC/DC album 
“Highway to Hell” just before she took her own life. 

Now notice: 
1. They promote it in their songs! 
2. They practice it in their lives! 
3. They lose many of the ranks to dying of AIDS because of it! 

The Beatles in the late 60’s said, “Our music is capable of causing emotional instability... disorganized 
behavior, rebellion and even revolution.” 
Conclusion: How could anyone study the effects of Rock & Roll and still be for it? Have you placed your 
faith in Jesus Christ? Are you saved? 

“Lord, what wilt Thou have me to do?” (Acts 9:6)

men to himself, then it appears the job has been given to the saved to uplift Christ. The Scripture does not 
say that all men will come, but it does say that Jesus will draw all men. In fact, the Scripture says that no 
one can come to the Father without being drawn. It is the soul winner’s job to uplift Christ and the Holy 
Spirit’s job to draw them. John 6:44 teaches that no man can come to the Father except by first being 
drawn to the Father. Jesus is the one who is to be lifted up, and the Holy Spirit does the convicting and 
drawing of all men. The command to lift Jesus up was not given to the church corporately, but to the 
Christian individually. 

Soul winning is one way we lift up Jesus. Mark 16:15 says, “And he said unto them, Go ye into all the 
world, and preach the gospel to every creature.” This is a command and not a suggestion by our Saviour. 
So, there is no other way to spread the Gospel without God’s people opening their mouths and confessing 
that Jesus is the Christ to all that are unsaved. The more Christians who take the Gospel to the world, the 
more opportunities there will be for the lost to be drawn to trust Christ.

Cook bacon until crispy, either in a skillet or baked in the oven. Once the bacon is crispy, 
let cool and chop into bits for topping.
